What
additional supporting examples, illustrations, or details might make the common view
more vivid or compelling?

4. What is the writer’s surprising view? Were you surprised? What details does the writer
use the develop the surprising view? What additional supporting examples, illustrations,
or details might make the surprising view more vivid or compelling?

5. Is the draft clear and easy to follow? Is the draft interesting? How might the writer
improve the style, clarity, or interest level of the draft?
